1. MEd Educational Leadership Proposal
Marty presented his curriculum proposal for this program.  There was discussion about adding a 691 Educational Internship which would cover both the MAT and/or MEd program.  Katy asked about SIP (School Improvement Program).  Virgil motioned to approve the proposal.  Rick seconded that motion and the motion was passed unanimously to approve the proposal as amended (minor changes made to correct numbering and grammar).
2. MAT Special Education Proposal
Thomas presented his curriculum proposal for this program and provided background information to the committee about the development of the program.  He noted that we now have an MEd in Special Education that requires students already have a teaching certificate.  The MAT in Special Education would be for initial teachers.  Thomas further noted that the admission requirements would be the same as for other MATs, that this would not be a cohort program, and that the proposal has gone through Faculty Senate.  Virgil motioned to approve the proposal.  Katie seconded that motion and the motion was passed unanimously to approve the proposal.

Barbara asked that the catalog copy for each program be sent in a Word document.  There was a suggestion made to provide advice to the Faculty Senate that existing curriculum forms need to be improved and updated.  Kathy reminded committee members to send in proposed language for the graduate student ratings to include the new graduate competencies.  She will send on the language to the Provost for review by the Provost Council and advice from the Faculty Senate.
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
