2.  Approval of the agenda.  Changes were made and agenda approved as amendment.

3. Announcement ---- Jill Dumesnil made an announcement concerning the Accreditation “Road Show” Presentation next week.  The presentation will be an introduction to the new accreditation process and the required first year report due in fall of 2011.
4.  Approval of Minutes for February 5, 2010 (Portfolio Documents)   Minutes were approved without objections.

5. President’s Report

5.1  Faculty Alliance:  Most recent Faculty Alliance meeting concerned Academic Master Plan.    There was also discussion of the Presidential search.  The Board of Regents plans to announce their final decision by March 15.
5.2 Academic Master Plan (Portfolio documents)  The current draft (version 23) is now being distributed to the Faculty Senates.   Faculty Senates need to respond by April.  If anyone has serious concerns and wishes to suggest changes, those changes should brought forward through the Senates.  There is some confusion concerning Academic Master Planning, Academic Planning for UAS, Strategic Planning, etc....    Senators will download the current AMP draft from the Senate portfolio site and distribute it to their departments.
6 New Business

6.1 Student Dishonesty: Establishing a formal process----Rosemary Walling---- Requested an ad hoc committee to consider academic dishonesty policy and procedure at UAS and reported on an incident involving seven students last fall.  The current policy seems somewhat open to interpretation.  Discussion ensued concerning current societal norms and about giving the students the opportunity to learn from a first mistake without provoking draconian consequences.  Sherry Tamone will invite Jesse Grant to the next Senate meeting for discussion.
6.2 Previous vote about issue concerning tenure for Dean of Arts & Sciences----Clive Thomas----  As a faculty, we should support each other.  The intent of the previous vote was simply to send a message to John Pugh and Robbie Stell that we should not treat our administrators in the manner Pat Brown was treated.  The Social Sciences Department was absolutely disgusted that Faculty Senators voted against the proposal when the proposal would not affect their programs, departments or schools.
6.3 Leadership and Civic Engagement Minor----Jonathan Anderson (Portfolio Documents)  Requested the proposed minor be approved by Senate and sent forward for Curriculum Committee consideration.   Questions pertaining to the “program” mission, goals, student learning outcomes, effect on PADM program, required resources, impacts on other programs and grading on the internship.  Anderson answered by referring to the proposal.  Social Sciences Department has some concerns about the proposed program overlapping with their program and spreading enrollment too thin for sustainability.  Humanities Department has not indicated any objections.  Motion:  Senators will take the proposal back to their constituent groups for feedback and support.   Senate will vote on the minor next month.  Jonathan Anderson will return next month to answer any additional questions.
6.4 MBA grading ----Rick Wolk-----MBA program is proposing a Category B change on minimal acceptable grade in any core course to B- from B without changing the overall GPA requirement for graduation.  The Registrar’s Office is objecting to the Category B form, insisting instead that a Category A must be used.  Leslie Gordon made a similar change last year as a Category C change (Item   09-115) at the Registrar’s direction.
