Graduate Curriculum Committee Meeting

Wednesday, January 18, 2006

1. Next meetings will be March 1st and April 5th.  

2. This is Shirley’s last meeting until fall 2006;  She’s off contract in February through April.  Mary-Claire will be taking over as committee chairperson for Shirley while she’s away.  Shirley introduced Theresa Miller, the grad student representative on this committee.

3. Reviewed minutes from 11/16/05.  Change in Item 6 “suggested to . . .” to “there was a suggestion . . .”  Motioned and agreed.
4. Jonathan re graduate certificates, which must go through the Board of Regents.  A certificate is less than a full degree credential, but confirms that the student has done some work in a particular area; has nothing to do with licensing.  He will report back at next meeting with more details.

5. Jonathan re how students are tracked for undergraduate probation by the Registrar.  However, this isn’t done for graduate programs. Question: Is this something we want the Registrar to track?  Marsha would like a list generated by the Registrar for students in her program who are on probation.  It was pointed out that Robbie signs all letters sent to students and program coordinators would like to receive copies of those letters also.  The “I” and “NB” grades do not count in the GPA.


Motion made to generate a memo to Barbara Hegel (Registrar) asking her to generate letters of probation for graduate students with a copy to the program coordinators.  Mary-Claire will do the memo.  Motioned and agreed.  ( This has been done.)
6. Shirley re number of courses a non-degree student can take in a program without applying for admission.  There is nothing university-wide about this.  Discussion of what various programs are doing.  Mark feels the programs should determine this, not done university-wide.  Jonathan said he’s reluctant to do this for his program for fear of losing students.  No action taken.

7. Shirley re marketing.  She recently met with Kevin Myers about the Reading program.  Kevin is in the process of revising the M.Ed. Reading brochure.  He  said he’d like to also have one brochure covering all graduate programs at UAS.  Mark said he didn’t see the benefit of including his program in something like that.

8. Shirley asked for any changes to graduate section of the academic catalog; nothing identified that needs change.  Theresa asked about a Speech/Language Pathology degree because currently nothing is available for this.  Mary-Claire and Shirley explained that there are not enough students to merit such a program, and no present qualified faculty.
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
