Marketing Graduate Programs

Mary Claire noted that Student Services and the Marketing Committee does not appear to be including Graduate programs in their activities.  One member recalled Chancellor Pugh stating that Departments should do the marketing for Graduate programs.  We discussed how there appeared to be unequal support for undergraduate and graduate programs.  It is frustrating to have the Administration hold graduate programs accountable for numbers, while not providing the same resources available for undergraduate programs.   This is particularly inequitable given that Departments have already assumed Admissions responsibilities for graduate programs without any further resources.  

The Committee noted that individual programs are willing to contribute personnel resources to market graduate programs, but need the Administration to match that effort with financial resources to pay for travel, publicity and publications.

We decided to request a budget line for marketing graduate programs and to request a meeting with the Chancellor’s cabinet to present our concerns.

Curriculum Proposal Forms Revisions

Jonathan noted that an ad hoc committee of Alexis Easley, Mona Yarnall, Maria Moya and Jonathan Anderson are putting together proposals for revising the curriculum proposal forms and process.  The Graduate Committee agreed that combining the Curriculum Proposal and Policy Change forms would be a good idea.  The Committee also supports removing references to numbers of classroom hours devoted to a subject.

We suggested there be a check off box to identify graduate proposals and a separate (from undergraduate curriculum committee) approval process.

On the Curriculum Outline form, the Committee recommended eliminating the boxes for Grading and Textbooks and substituting a box for Course objectives.  The form should also request that an initial syllabus be appended to the form.
