Mary Claire submitted a revision to the MAT in Elementary Education which did not change any content, but repackaged content requirements in different course configurations.  The committee approved.

Jonathan presented the draft policy of the Provost on putting revised catalog information on university web sites.  The catalog pages will change once a year on July 1.  Departments may update their sites at any time, but are encouraged to clarify that any approved changes will not take effect until July 1.

Jonathan noted progress of Curriculum Forms Committee and the Graduate Committee provided feedback.

Mark and Jonathan provided information on how distance education courses are recommended to be addressed.  The emphasis is on outcomes rather than seat time.

Jonathan noted that last years approved Senate by-laws on the Graduate Committee will need to be resubmitted, since the Senate has lost the minutes of the May meeting.
