1. Advancement to Candidacy (AC), page 109 in the 2005-06 catalog.    Discussion of the necessity of these.  Jonathan suggested changing “. . . the student should apply . . . “to “. . . individual programs have their own process.  Consult your program . . . “  Reported he recently met with Robbie and she agreed.  If a student has transfer courses, there must be a UAS policy for accepting these.

Question: Does every graduate program need the AC?  M.Ed. ~ yes.  MAT Elem ~ what would the purpose be?  Mary-Claire will check with Robbie about this issue.  Jonathan suggested changing it to a program requirement instead of a graduate requirement.  Mary-Claire and Jonathan will collaborate on new wording if Robbie approves; needs done soon so it can be included in the new catalog that’s being worked on now.  Mary-Claire will set up an e-mail vote for final approval.

2. BA 646 suggested edit (see handout).  This is a description of what was already approved.  It was agreed that it might be better written in complete sentences.
